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Guidance for BVA/Kennel Club Hip and Elbow Dysplasia Schemes

The British Veterinary Association offers a scheme in which a specialist panel of veterinary surgeons will examine radiographs of your dog’s hip and/or elbow joints, assessing them for signs of dysplasia (abnormal development). The BVA will issue a certificate detailing the candidates “score”, which is intended to assist breeders in selecting their breeding stock and therefore help to reduce the risk of hip and elbow problems in future generations.

Radiography can be performed at Queens Park Veterinary Surgery. This will require your dog to be admitted to the surgery for a general anaesthetic - please ask for an estimate.

Please note: 

· The minimum age of a dog for submission is one year; there is no upper age limit.
· All dogs must be identified with a Microchip or Tattoo

· The following documents must be available at the time your dog is admitted to the surgery for  radiography:
· The Kennel Club Registration Certificate of the dog if applicable.
· Any related transfer or change of name certificates.
· An additional cheque made payable to the “British Veterinary Association” for the appropriate fee, see below.

· Before your dog is admitted to the surgery we will require you to complete and sign the first section on the certificate (the owner’s declaration) verifying that the details given in that section relate to the dog being submitted, that they are correct and granting permission for the results to be used in the ways specified by the BVA.
