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Care of your cat after castration

Castration means that under general anaesthetic your pet has had both of his testicles removed. This operation is performed to prevent breeding and certain health problems.

Aftercare: Offer a small meal this evening, you will probably have been provided with a Royal Canin Recovery Pack. This is a light diet which is easily digested post surgery. Do not worry if he is reluctant to eat this evening, his appetite should return over the following day. Water should be offered as soon as he returns home. There are usually no stitches present in the skin to worry about, and no need to clean the surgical site. During the anaesthetic he will have been breathing through a tube placed in his airway. This may sometimes cause a mild irritation and a mild cough post op.
Exercise: Please keep him indoors for the next 24 hours, or until he has fully recovered from the anaesthetic. Provide him with a litter tray. If he is used to going outside to the toilet, please try putting some soil/mud in his tray to encourage him to use it.
