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Dental post op care for Guinea Pigs
Today ........................ has had a general anaesthetic to enable us to carry out dental work.

Their teeth have been burred to remove any sharp spurs affecting their tongue or cheeks. ………........teeth have been removed.

Aftercare: Your pet can be fed his/her normal diet on retuning home, including complete dried diets, fresh greens and water. Hay should always be available.

Overnight: During winter months or cold weather it is advisable to keep them inside overnight or until fully recovered from the anaesthetic. When returned to hutches outside, ensure that they are clean and dry. Keep the hutch positioned away from drafts and make sure that your pet has plenty of warm bedding.

Additionally: If they are not eating by the following day or you are at all worried about them please do not hesitate to contact the surgery for further advice.
